• A proctor must be trained by CGC.  
• You may be asked to proctor multiple examinations simultaneously.  The length of the longest 

examination dictates the time that you will need to spend proctoring. 
• Once an individual has proctored a Registered Guardian exam they may never be a Registered 

Guardian certified through CGC. 
• Once an individual has proctored a state specific exam, they may never be certified by that state. 
• If a proctor is a current Registered Guardian and proctors a Master Guardian exam, they may never 

take the Master Guardian examination.
